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Karen Brown’s 10 Best Bargains in Salzburg

Traveling is a time to relax and not to worry, especially not about money. In time of financial turmoil and a perpetually weak US Dollar, this seems to all but eliminate travel to Europe. “Not necessarily” says Karen Brown, who has been traveling to Europe for over 30 years and is best known as the author of Karen Brown’s travel guides. We asked Karen to share some of her travel secrets and how to find bargains. She chose the 10 best bargains in Salzburg, a favorite tourist destination in Europe. 
1. The Glockenspiel atop the Residenz Neubau (New Residence), whose 36 bells play Mozart tunes at 7 am, 11 am, and 6 pm is not to be missed. Cost $0. 
2. Salzburg Cathedral with its three massive bronze doors was built about 1630 and modeled after St. Peter’s in Rome. There are over 4,000 pipes in its organ. The three massive bronze doors represent Faith, Love and Hope. Cost $0  
3. Concerts at Five are daily concerts and recitals of works by Johann Michael Haydn, younger brother of Joseph. Concerts are from May through October for a real bargain price of Euro 2 concerts or free with a Salzburg card. 
4. Universitaet Mozarteum Salzburg free concerts by graduating students 
5. The Gaisberg provides the best view over Salzburg. Sit in the beer garden and enjoy the sun like a local or stay overnight at the Romantik Hotel Die Gersberg Alm, and enjoy the best breakfast in Salzburg. Double room with breakfast and all taxes approximately Euro 137. 
6. Fuerst Original Salzburger Mozartkugeln – the real and authentic Mozart Kugel makes a perfect souvenir as it can only be bought in Salzburg. Watch for the silver paper with blue print. Cost about Euro 15 for 12 pieces. 
7. Café Tomaselli, the oldest coffee house Austria’s. With your coffee the café provides a wide selection of newspapers, including the International Herald Tribune, for you to read and stay as long as you like. 
8. “Die Weisse” brewery serves the best wheat beer in Salzburg and is popular with locals, especially students because of its extremely affordable menu options. 
9. Fraeulein Marias Bicycle Tour takes you through Salzburg and to the locations of The Sound of Music. What could be more charming then a tour by bicycle through Salzburg. Cost Euro 22 
10. Salzburg Card for free public transportation including boat and seilbahn as well as free entrance to all museums. Cost approx. Euro21 for 24 hours
